The origin of the luau is ancientandrootedin the
nature of Hawaiian royalty and religion. The
modernMaui luau beganits formationin 1819 by
King Kamehamehdl. Before this famous feast,
womenandmendid not sharetheir mealstogether
Social and religious tabooshad forbid this along
with certainitems to be eatenby womenor men
not of royalty. At this feast,King Kamehamehal

symbolically banishedthese ancient customs by
eatingwith womenand his commonsubjects The
namef L u eacamefrom the most populardish at
thesefeasts Chicken and young tenderleavesof

taro were bakedwith coconutmilk, which is still

enjoyed today As time went on, these feasts
continuedto flourish with many of the traditional
Hawaiian customsstill intact All of the dishes
were enjoyedwith onesfingers Sitting on lauhala
matson the floor, large groupssurroundedi leaf
covered tables adorned with large centerpieces
decoratedwith flowers and other attractive and
fragrantnative flora. Thesetableswould hold fish,
meat, vegetablesfruits, and bowls of poi for the
consumption of the Ali'i and their subjects
Throughoutthe generationsMaui luausbecamea
part of life everyonelooked forward to. The hula
dancebecamea regularspectacleof entertainment
aswell asthe introductionof Polynesiarfire knife

dancing.

During the AmericanRevolution,the legal separatiorof
the ThirteenColoniesfrom GreatBritain in 1776actually
occurred on July 2. The Second Continental
Congress/otedto approvea resolutionof independence
that had been proposedin June by Richard Henry
Leeof Virginia declaringthe United Statesindependent
from GreatBritain rule. After voting for independence
Congressturned its attention to the Declaration of
Independenca statemengexplainingthis decision which
had beenpreparedby a Committeeof Five. Thomas
Jeffersonwasits principal author Congressiebatedcand
revisedthe wording of the Declaration finally approving
it two dayslateronJuly 4. A dayearlierJohnAdamshad
written to his wife Abigail that The secondday of July,
1776 will bethe mostmemorablezpochin the history of
America i Bmaptto believethatit will be celebratedy
succeedingyenerationsasthe greatanniversaryfestival
It oughtto be commemoratedsthe day of deliverance,
by solemnactsof devotionto God Almighty. It oughtto
be solemnizedwith pomp and parade, with shows,
games,sports, guns, bells, bonfires, and illuminations,
from oneendof this continentto the other,from thistime
forward forever mored Adams'sprediction was off by
two days From the outset, Americans celebrated
independencen July 4, the date shown on the much
publicized Declarationof Independencesatherthan on
July 2, the date the resolution of independencewas
approvedin a closed sessionof Congress Historians
havelong disputedwhethermemberof Congressigned
the Declarationof Independencen July 4, eventhough
ThomasJefferson John Adams,and Benjamin Franklin
all later wrote that they had signedit on that day. Most
historians have concluded that the Declaration was
signednearly a month after its adoption,on August 2,
1776 and not on July 4 as is commonly believed
Coincidentally,both JohnAdamsand ThomasJefferson,
the only signersof the Declarationof Independencéater
to serveas Presidentf the United States,died on the
sameday. July 4, 1826 which wasthe 50th anniversary
of the Declaration Although not a signer of the
Declaration of Independence James Monroe,
anotherFoundingFatherwho was electedas President,
alsodiedon July 4, 1831 He wasthethird Presidentvho
died on the anniversary of independence Calvin
Coolidge,the 30th Presidentwasbornon July 4, 1872,
sofar heis theonly U.S. Presidento havebeenbornon
